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Maps 
The walks are quite short and the maps included in this 
leaflet should be sufficient,  however if you feel you would 
like a map or want to extend your walks then OS 
Landranger 167 or Pathfinder 1097 covers the whole of 
Matching Parish 
 
 
Parking 
The lanes are quite narrow in places and it is best to park 
off-road if possible,  but please do not park on the village 
greens.  The village hall in Matching Tye is ideal but the lo-
cal pubs have quite small car parks. 
 
 
Refreshments 
The chequers in Matching Green and the Fox in Matching 
Tye are the two local pubs, the nearest other facilities are 
in Churchgate Street three miles west of Matching Tye or 
Sheering three miles north.   
 

There are no public toilet  
facilities in the villages.

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From Matching Tye 
village hall turn right,

Around The Villages

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Accessible Walk 
Circular Walk along the lanes 
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The almost car free lanes and views over much of the parish make 
this a good walk for 

wheelchair users, people with 
restricted mobility or in winter for 
people who  don’t want to get 
muddy shoes. This walk is wholly 
on the public highway so great 
care should be taken at all times.   
Parking is anywhere along the 
route but there is a lay-by in 
Newmans  End in High lane.

After the playing field on 
your left, walk between 
houses into Harlow Road, 
Matching Green.  
 

Turn left and immediately right, following the signpost to Epping and 
take the first right into Colvers.  After 200m turn right at the break in 

the hedge and go over two stiles in succession.  Cross the meadow and 
maintain direction over the footbridge. Take the cross-field path half left 
towards a line of trees.  Keep the trees on your right passing the yellow 
waymark to another copse of trees. 
 

Maintain direction and soon after the footpath appears on your left, 
bear right on the field edge path keeping the ditch and trees on your 

right.  After 100m turn 
left then right through 
the trees and walk for 
300m with the trees on 
your right until you 
reach Harlow road.  
Turn left and walk with 
care along the Harlow 
Road to return to the 
village hall. 
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Around The Villages 
A circular walk between villages 
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From Matching Tye 
village hall, turn right 

and pass the Fox public 
house on your left.  
Continue for 200m and turn 
right at the public footpath 
fingerpost. 

 
Follow the lane between houses and turn left at the end travelling 
along Rainbow road until its end.  Turn right at the fingerpost and 

follow the footpath signs cross-field.  After 400m turn sharp left towards 
the edge of a hedge.  Cross a small bridge and turn right until you reach
